“My father thought I should study Garden
and Landscape Architecture at the Agricultural
University of Dnipro. What started as his wish
slowly but surely became my own passion.”
After her studies, Karina started as a junior
research associate in Kyiv, while working as
a florist on the weekends. “What began as a
weekend job grew into a lifelong passion for
flowers. I worked on wedding decorations and
quickly discovered that I loved being creative.”
This turned out to be the beginning of an
impressive career, where she worked on luxury
floral projects worldwide - from France and Italy
to Kazakhstan and Dubai. Her work included
weddings with million-dollar budgets and
collaborations with top brands like Loewe,
Dior, and Mercedes-Benz.

Sometimes the best collaborations happen by
chance, Karina explains. “I was invited to an open
day at Dekker Chrysanten, but I wasn’t sure if I
should go. I hardly ever used chrysanthemums in
my work; I mostly worked with exclusive garden
roses.

Flowers and Master Grower within the Vannova
group. Together with his brother-in-law, Remco
van Ruyven, he runs a successful family business
specializing in the cultivation of disbudded
chrysanthemums. In this interview, Erwin talks
about the growth of J&A Flowers, the power of
collaboration within Vannova and their latest latest
addition Undercover.

“A Family Business with
a Vision for the Future”

Erwin enthusiastically talks about his company:
“Together with Remco, I run J&A Flowers. We
are a family business fully dedicated to disbudded
chrysanthemums. We work on two locations in the
Netherlands, in Maasdijk and De Lier, with a total
area of about 10 hectares. Recently, we expanded
our facilities and are already preparing for the
construction of an additional three hectares.”

J&A Flowers is focused on continuously improving
their range. “We introduce one or two new varieties
each year,” Erwin explains. “At the moment, we have
nine different varieties in our assortment, including
Topspin, Topspin Cream, and Undercover from
Dekker Chrysanten.”

The Power of Collaboration: Vannova

Since 2012, J&A Flowers has been part of Vannova,
a collective of leading chrysanthemum growers.
“We are one of the founders of Vannova. It started
with five growers joining forces to build a strong
brand,” Erwin proudly states. “Our goal then, and
still today, is to deliver consistent quality together
and strengthen our market position, especially in
Eastern Europe.”

Vannova has since grown into a collaboration of eight
growers. By 2025, they will manage a cultivation
area of no less than 50 hectares. “Vannova is much
more than just a partnership,” Erwin emphasizes.
“We work closely together in areas such as sales,
marketing, purchasing, and knowledge sharing.
This allows us to always provide the best service
and quality to our customers.”

“Proud to Be a Master Grower”

As a Master Grower of Vannova, Erwin beams with
pride: “It’s an honor to be part of this group. There’s
so much expertise, and you can see the younger
generation gradually taking over. This brings new
ideas and energy. We continue to innovate and
always look towards the future.”

For Erwin, quality is a crucial aspect of their work.
“For us, quality mainly means good vase life and
transportability,” he explains. “Our customers need
to trust that they will always receive top-quality
chrysanthemums, no matter the season.”

“Since week 26,
we’ve been delivering around 12,000 stems per
week of this new variety. It has been incredibly
well received in the market, and starting from
week 50, we will scale up production,” Erwin
shares proudly.

The name “Undercover” wasn’t chosen randomly.
“It’s a beautiful white chrysanthemum, perfect for
dyeing or spraying. This allows you to incorporate
the flower into various creations and in all sorts
of colours, making the white of the flower go
‘undercover’ while the new creation or colour
becomes a real eye-catcher.”

What makes Undercover so special are its unique
flower petals. “Those fringed petals give the flower
an elegant look. It’s a bloom that stands out from
the existing assortment,” says Erwin. “I truly
believe this variety will carve out a place in the
market, especially among florists who work in the
high-end segment.”

“Thanks to its sturdy stem,
beautiful foliage, and
excellent vase life, it's a
favourite among both florists
and consumers.’
